To parents with more than one child at Nonotuck: If one of your children’s classrooms closes for
health reasons, any sibling in a different classroom must also stay home during the closure.

Failure to pay tuition in accordance with this policy will result in the loss of your deposit
and may result in Nonotuck not being able to hold your child’s space at the school.
